1. Scorekeepers shall not talk while keeping score!

2. Scorekeepers shall not move about while keeping score. This includes
drinking, eating or smoking. Please stand still!

3. Scorekeepers shall not look at the shooter, look at the board!

4. Scorekeepers shall not call out a score, of one dart or all three — unless
the shooter asks you!

5. Scorekeepers shall not tell a shooter what to shoot or what combination
to shoot for an out!

6. Scorekeepers shall not change a score unless it is brought to the
attention of both shooters (teams).

7. Scorekeepers shall not change a score — regardless — if that player
(team) has shot again and another score has been written down. An
error in a shooter’s score MUST be corrected before that shooter (team)
shoots again or the original score stands!

8. Scorekeepers shall not lean out to see where a dart is or is going, nor
should they follow the darts with body or head movement!

9. Scorekeepers shall not show any signs of disgust or excitement while
at the scoreboard!

10. Scorekeepers shall not change the side of the scoreboard of the player

in 3 leg matches. If you start a shooter on the left of the scoreboard,
continue to keep this shooter on the left, regardless of what the bull
shots are.

GAME OF THE MONTH

Name of the Game: Drop 10

All of you know how to play the standard game of Cr icket with points,
otherwise known as Dirty Cricket. Dirty Cricket is the game that | see
being played the most out at the many different dar ting venues we have.
For some of you, sometimes throwing for the standar d Cricket numbers of
20, 19, 18, 17, 16, 15 and Bull gets a bit monotono us. If thatis the
case, try Drop 10. It is played with the same rule s as Dirty Cricket,
however, you throw at 10, 9, 8, 7, 6, 5 and Bull (H ence, Drop 10). Just
like in Dirty Cricket, you get points for every mar k you hit of a number
that hasn’t been closed by your opponent. For exam ple, 8’s are open and
you need 3 of them to close. You hit 5 of them on your next turn. You
would take three marks to close and 2 marks for poi nts, equaling 16
points. Likewise, 6’s are open and you need 1to c lose. On your next
turn you hit 3 marks of 6’s, taking 1 to close and adding 12 points to
your score. Bulls are then scored the same, with t he outside being
worth 1 and the center is worth 2, however, they eq ual 15 and 30 points
respectively.

Give it a try the next time you are getting tired o f the usual Dirty
Cricket. You will notice that there is a slightly different strategy!
